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KANSAS CITIZEN’S COMMITTEE ON ALCOHOL AND 

OTHER DRUG ABUSE
ARTICLE I: NAME

The Committee shall be known as the Kansas Citizens’ Committee on Alcohol and Other Drug Abuse.

ARTICLE II: PURPOSE

Kansas Statutes # K.S.A. 75-5381 reads, “It shall be the duty of the Kansas Citizens’ Committee on Alcohol and Other Drug Abuse to confer, advise, and consult with the Secretary of Social and Rehabilitation Services or their designee with respect to the powers, duties, and functions imposed upon the Secretary under K.S.A.’s 65-4006, 75-4007, and 75-5375.”

Through Executive Reorganization Order #41 the powers, duties, or functions of the Secretary of Social and Rehabilitation Services, as related to the Kansas Citizens’ Committee on Alcohol and Other Drug Abuse, were transferred to the Kansas Secretary of Aging and Disability Services (KDADS).  
To further the purpose, Kansas Citizens’ Committee on Alcohol and Drug Abuse members shall participate in the annual plan development of KDADS Behavioral Health Services, making recommendations on the plan of work, program direction, and establishment of new services.

Recommendations prepared by other established committees, which involve state funded provision of KDADS Behavioral Health Services, should be reviewed for official Committee action.

ARTICLE III: MEMBERSHIP


Section 1: Composition

K.S.A.  75-5383 “The Kansas Citizens’ Committee on Alcohol and other Drug Abuse shall be composed up to 24 members appointed by the Secretary of Social and Rehabilitation Services.”

Membership composition of the Committee should reflect a body that is collectively strong in assuring a statewide broad based approach to the social, economic, and medical problems of alcohol and other drug abuse.

The Committee must include representatives of non-governmental organizations or groups, and individuals, and of public agencies directly or indirectly concerned with alcohol and drug abuse prevention, intervention, treatment and rehabilitation.

Geographic representation and representation of alcohol and drug abuse shall be equitable.  Geographic representation shall consider Department of Children and Families (DCF) Regions that have been established for provision of services.

Members shall be recommended for appointment who represents significant constituencies interested in stopping alcohol and drug abuse.  These members shall constitute a representative cross-section and shall take race, ethnicity and gender into consideration.


Section 2: Appointment

The members of the Committee are appointed by the Secretary of KDADS in consultation with the designee(s), responsible for the state substance abuse prevention, treatment, and recovery services, hereafter identified as “designees”

The Secretary shall appoint new Committee members for a three-year term, unless the new member if filling an un-expired term.  Members shall serve for their appointed term and until the appointment and qualification of their successor.  The terms of one-third of the committee will expire at the end of each fiscal year.


Section 3: Application for Membership

The Citizens’ Committee will recommend to the Secretary of KDADS a list of candidates to fill vacant positions.  These recommendations together with those made by other groups shall be forwarded to the Secretary for their consideration.

All recommendations from the Committee and other groups shall be finalized at the Committees’ second meeting.


Section 4: Vacancies

A vacancy in the committee’s membership shall be filled by the Secretary for the un-expired term.



Vacancy will be created by:



1) Excessive absences as determined by the Executive Committee.



2) Written resignation



3) Moving from the State of Kansas

The Chairperson of the Citizens’ Committee and the designee(s) responsible for KDADS Behavioral Health Services, shall determine the existence of a vacancy and shall request the Secretary to fill it.

Services shall determine the existence of a vacancy and shall request the Secretary to fill it.


Section 5: Reappointment

The Committee, in agreement with the designee shall be able to recommend a member’s reappointment to the Secretary of KDADS.  A member of the Committee shall not serve more than six consecutive years. However, this provision may be waived to allow a member to serve a two-year elected term as chairperson and past-chairperson, or as deemed appropriate during times of transition.  This provision is contingent upon reappointment by the Secretary of KDADS.

Former members can be submitted for appointment one year following the end of their appointed service.


Section 6: Voting-Quorum

Each member shall be entitled to vote on each matter submitted to a vote of the members.  No surrogate, stand-in or absentee vote shall be permitted.  For Legislators their aide(s) (during regular legislative session) may stand-in and are entitled to vote on each matter submitted to a vote of the members.

All actions taken by the Citizens’ Committee shall require a majority of those members present and voting.


A simple majority of the Citizens’ Committee shall constitute a quorum.


Voting may occur electronically for example via e-mail, meeting the above requirements.

1) Members will be notified electronically ie via e-mail of vote being taken

2) Members will be responsible for responding to the vote electronically for example via e-mail.

3) Vote will be time limited at a minimum requiring 5 working days.

4) Notification of vote outcome will be sent electronically for example via e-mail to the members within 5 working days.

For items that require vote for approval, the item can be sent out electronically via email. Votes submitted in the first week will be tallied. Anyone who does not respond in that period is considered a vote in favor.


Section 7: Authority of Individual Members

No member of the Citizens’ Committee shall at any time represent or purport to represent in behalf of or in the name of Committee without prior authorization from the Chairperson in consultation with the KDADS designee.

Section 8: Compensation of Members

Citizens’ Committee members will receive compensation for their travel expenses at the regular state rate defined by statute for travel and per diem.  The expenses will be paid by KDADS.
ARTICLE IV: ORGANIZATION


Section 1: Meetings

The Citizens’ Committee shall meet at least quarterly with the date, time and place approved by the membership.  Additional meetings may be called by the Chairperson in consultation with the other officers of the Executive Committee and the request of the KDADS designee.

The Executive Committee may meet prior to the scheduled quarterly meeting.  The Executive Committee, consisting of the Chairperson, Past-Chairperson, Chairperson-elect, and the recorder, shall be empowered to conduct business for the whole Committee between regularly scheduled Committee meetings.


Section 2: Selection of Officers

The election of a Chairperson, Chairperson-elect, and Recorder shall be held at the second regularly scheduled meeting of each year.

Prior to the second meeting of each calendar year, a nominating committee shall be appointed to establish a slate of officers.  Membership on that committee shall consist of the Chairperson, the KDADS designee, and three other committee members selected by the Chairperson and the KDADS designee.  The slate of officers shall be presented for a vote at the second scheduled meeting of the calendar year.

Other members of the Citizens’ Committee shall be able to present nominations at the second scheduled meeting of the calendar year.  These nominations shall be presented for a vote at the same time as the nominating committee’s slate.


Section 3: Terms of Office

The Chairperson, Chairperson-elect, and Recorder shall serve a one-year term of office.  At the end of the year they may be re-nominated and re-elected through the established process.


Section 4: Duties of Officers

1) The Chairperson shall preside at all meetings of the committee and shall, in consultation with the other officers and the KDADS designee, establish agendas for meeting and shall be an ex-officio member of all divisions and sub-committee established by the committee.

2) The Chairperson-elect shall serve in the absence of the Chairperson and shall perform other duties as determined by the Citizen’s committee.  He/She shall succeed to the office of Chairperson at the expirations of his/her term as Chairperson-elect upon an official vote of the Committee.

3)  The Recorder shall assist the Chairperson in her or his duties and shall be signature approve all minutes of the committee.


Section 5: Executive Committee

The Chairperson, Chairperson-elect, Immediate Past-Chairperson, and Recorder shall be members of the Executive Committee.

The Executive Committee shall conduct the business of the Committee, between regularly scheduled meetings.  The Executive Committee shall be empowered to adopt, by a majority vote, standing rules to govern the conduct of their business and recommendations to the full Committee.

ARTICLE V: RECOMMENDATIONS

The recommendation of the Citizens’ Committee shall be filed with the Chairman, the KDADS designee, and the Secretary of KDADS.  If specific recommendations of the Citizens’ Committee are not enacted, those recommendations shall be on file and available for citizen perusal at the office of KDADS.  Attached to these recommendations shall be clearly stated reasons for their not being adopted.

ARTICLE VI:  REVIEW OF KDADS BEHAVRIOARL HEALTH SERVICES PROGRAM FUNDING

The Citizens’ Committee will be provided knowledge of programs currently being funded.  KDADS Behavioral Health Services shall welcome and consider information regarding the operation of these programs from the Citizens’ Committee.  To that end, KDADS Behavioral Health Services will provide information to the members necessary to inform them about various aspects of the problems of alcoholism and drug abuse.  KDADS Behavioral Health Services will provide copies of the public minutes to all Citizens’ Committee members.

The Citizens’ Committee shall access to all grants/contracts being considered for funding.  One copy of all grants will be retained at the office of KDADS for review by members of the Citizens’ Committee.

ARTICLE VII: SUB-COMMITTEES      

Section 1: Designation of Committees

Insofar as the responsibilities of the Citizens’ Committee are varied and large, special standing committee may be established to implement discrete tasks of the larger body.  The Executive Committee of the Citizens’ Committee shall designate those committees and their chairpersons.


Section 2: Committee Membership

Each committee chairperson shall seek members for his/her committee that will best allow that committee to complete its assigned task.  Membership in each standing committee shall be drawn from the whole Committee.


Section 3: Reporting

Committees shall submit reports to the Citizens’ Committee as a whole.  The Citizens’ Committee shall then consider those reports and determine their disposition.  Should the committee reports be adopted, the reports and their adoption shall be filed with the Secretary of KDADS through the KDADS designee.

ARTICLE VIII: TASK FORCES



Section 1: Appointment

The Citizens’ Committee may form task forces for specific purposes and specified periods of time.  The duties of the task force shall expire upon completion of its charge. 

Standing committees of the Citizens’ Committee may also form task forces for specific purposes and periods of time contingent upon approval by the Committee.
Section 2: Members

Members of the task force will be appointed with approval by the Chairperson and KDADS designee.  These task force members do not have to be members of the Citizens’ Committee.  Instead, they are selected for their expertise and ability to execute a charge within a given period of time.


Section 3: Reporting

Task force chairpersons shall report directly to the Committee or standing committee responsible for their appointment.  Task force chairpersons will be available for questions from all Committee members during final action on their report.      

ARTICLE IX: AMENDMENTS
The Citizens, Committee is authorized by K.S.A. 75-5381 to 75-5387 to “adopt such bylaws, which are not in conflict with the provisions of this act, as may be necessary or desirable to regulate its procedures and actions.”

These bylaws may be amended at any meeting by a majority vote provided that the proposed amendment has been mailed and/or sent electronically to the membership, the KDADS designee and the Secretary of KDADS in writing by the sponsor of the amendment at least (15)  fifte feedslkfsd;lfksd;lfksd;lkf fifteen days prior to being voted upon.


An amendment shall become effective immediately upon its adoption.

These Bylaws were amended on January 19, 2018, by a vote of the Kansas Citizens’ Committee on Alcohol and Other Drug Abuse.

These Bylaws were amended on September 19, 2007, by a vote of the Kansas Citizens’ Committee on Alcohol and Other Drug Abuse.

These Bylaws were last proposed to be amended on March 14, 2007 and will be voted on by the committee members at the September 19, 2007 meeting.

These Bylaws were amended on April 22, 2005, by a vote of the Kansas Citizens’ Committee on Alcohol and Other Drug Abuse, via e-mail.

These Bylaws were last proposed to be amended on February 3, 2005 and will be voted on by the committee members at the March 9th, 2005.

These Bylaws were last amended on January 27, 1994, by a unanimous vote of the Kansas Citizens’ Committee on Alcohol and Other Drug Abuse.
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
