You must have requested and received an FTP user name and password from KSURS support before you can use these instructions. 
You must have an FTP client (WinSCP, CoreFTP) installed on your computer, before continuing.  
1. Launch your chosen FTP client 
2. A blank connection screen will display.  (The screenshots here are from WinSCP)[image: ]

3. Enter your connection information:
a. File protocol: Select the SFTP option if it is not already selected
b. Host name: ftp.aging.ks.gov
c. Port number: 22
d. User name: the one you were provided with
e. Password: the one you were provided with
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4. Click on the Save button to save your connection information. 
5. Click on the Login button to connect.
6. The warning below will pop up - click “Yes” 
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7. Click “Continue”
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8. You should now be connected and see file folders
